AGREEMENTS ON EXCHANGE OF BUDDHISM AND CULTURE

4) The expense of transportation for residents by land, air and water route depend on
cach respons bility. The expense on residents and foods will depend on consulting
for the appropriate donation.

5) The agreemenis on exchange must follow the rules, disciplines and laws of both
institutions and those of their respective countries.

6) Any change or improvement to be made on the agreements on exchange will be
implemented only afer previous consultation between both parties.

This agreement on exchange will be completed and enforced after representatives
from the local governments and from both countries had already accepted and signed.
